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In mid-July and September, | taught two intensive

Nan (9/27) and Taiping (10/4). Since in Taiwan the EFC Ministerial Association is growing daily,
the infrastructure of three church regions is taking its shape gradually, the functions and duties
of regional pastor-in-charge and chairman are increasing accordingly. Seeking church planting
strategic locations and continuous incubating coworkers for such purpose have become our
primary task for the next EFC gospel movement in Taiwan.
